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nomads nearer to the fertile regions, that is, to the areas with more than 250 mm.
rainfall, or to the banks of therivers. The radius of movement was limited and there
existed a strong tendency towards semi-nomadism, which is most clearly revealed in
the texst from Mari elucidating the situation in Upper {Mesopotamia and Northern

Syria. The nomads also engaged in agriculture, cultivating barley on small pieces

of land watered by rainfall or the rivers, but without artificial irrigation. The grain

was consumed by the nomads themselves, whereas the results of stock-farming were
given in exchange to the sedentary population. Besides stock-farming and primitive
agriculture, the nomads took part in the caravantrade by hiring out donkeys or acting
as guides or escorts. Sometimes we find nomads serving the sedentary population as
specialists, e. g., in sheep-shearing, also assoldiers. Military service could!be paid for by
grants of cultivable land. Last, but not least, the nomads tried to acquire food and other
transportable goods by force (razzias).

THRACIAN SLAVES IN ANCIENT GREEK CITIES
(6*" — 284 CENTURIES B.'C.)

by V. 1. Velkov

The article treats of the important part played by Thrace in providing slaves for
the Greek cities and the role of the Thracian slaves in their economy. References to Thra-
cian slaves in Hellas are given in chronological order in the Appendix. )

The first reliable references are from the beginning of the 6 century B. C. At that ti me
slavery was already known in a number of Thracian tribes, though the economic basis
for the intensive employment of slave labour was lacking, apart from the development
of a Thracian state. Slaves of Thracian origin were brought to Hellas chiefly by way of
trade, centres for their export being mainly certain Greek colonies on the Aegean coast —
Aenus, Perinthos, Amphipolis. In the 5% and 4*® centuries (especially in the latter h'alf
of the 5'1) among the great mass of slaves of the most varied ethnic origins, Thracian
slaves were most numerous and most sought after in Athens, to a lesser extent In Corinth
and Central Greece. The expression «Thracian woman» for instance, acquired the me-
aning of «female slave» in general. The women-slaves worked in Athenian households

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while the men were employed chiefly in the mines — the Thracians had always been good
miners — but also in the fleet. In the 3™ century there were many Thracian slaves in the
cities of Central Greece also, as inscriptions from the temple of Delphi and some other
temples show. Towards the second half of the 229 century the number of Thracian slaves
tends to diminish. This was when Rome obtained a firm foothold in the western and
southern Balkans. From then on the stream of Thracian slaves (obtained either in war
or in the course of trade) was diverted to the West to supply the economic needs of Italy.
References to the ethnic origins of slaves involved in the revolt of Spartacus (74—71
B. C.) show that at the beginning of the I5*“century Thracian slaves played an impor-
tant part in Italy also.
